System Structure and Parameterization (SSP) Standard was created to capture the
evolution of a hierarchical complex system

model and its variants. The subsystems can be any model types with defined
input-output interfaces but are typically models in either the
Functional-Mockup-Interface (FMI) Standard, or in SSP Version 2.0, using the
Modelica Language. The SSP standard is a

formalized, executable Interface Control Document (ICD) for the system model.
It forms the basis for model verification and verification of such system

models. Adoption has been fastest in the Automotive industry, mostly due to the
strong need of formal supplier-OEM collaboration including the exchange of
executable models. SSP also offers “Layered Standards”, to add documentation,
model reports and process artifacts in a standardized, but flexible and

extensible manner. In this session, we will present the SSP-standard and its

use cases, and the SSP-Traceability Layered standard that adds traceability
metadata to an SSP-based model.
